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HIPAA Compliance Policy 

Purpose 

It is the purpose of this Executive Memorandum to set forth the Board of Regents’ and the 
University’s Policy committing the University to compliance with applicable mandates of the 
Administrative Simplification provisions, Title II, of the Health Insurance Portability and 
Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”), as amended. 
 
Definitions 
 
Covered component means an operating unit of the University that conducts activities that make 
it subject to HIPAA. There are directly covered components, such as the University of Nebraska 
Medical Center (“UNMC”), which engage directly in covered activities
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Governing Legal Authorities 
 

1. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (42 U.S.C. § 1320d to 1320d-
8), as amended by the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health 
(HITECH) Act, Public Law 104-191. 

 
2. 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 162 – HIPAA standards for electronic transactions. 

 
3. 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164 – HIPAA privacy regulations (the “Privacy Rule”). 

 
4. 45 C.F.R. Part 142 – Security Rule (the “Security Rule”).

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Additional Core Elements of this HIPAA Compliance Policy and Supporting Policies 
 
In addition to the above elements, the University will adopt supporting policies and procedures to 
implement the following core elements of a comprehensive HIPAA compliance program.  All such 
policies and procedures shall become a part of this HIPAA Compliance Policy. 
 

1. Compliance with Minimum Necessary Standard (§ 164.502(b), § 164.514(d)). The 
University will implement appropriate technical safeguards, policies and training to limit
